l. Writing words under pictures.

Children should look coreFully. The Following are for the teacher’s

instruction, not to be shown to the child:
pick; clock; sock; duck; neck; black.
2. Tracking

The child should first find the words containing the new sound, then
read the passage. The next page checks for undersTonding. The child

can refer back to the passage as needed.
3. Drawing

Look for evidence that the child has understood the story. Train the
child to include as much detail in the picture as possible. Drowing
helps to ‘stick” the new sound in the memory and is a helpful tool to

develop both reoding comprehension and spe||ing.
